Your Minister’s Musing. y

This time of year leaves, and the trees from
which they fall, often come to mind. Leaves
come in a wide variety of shapes. There are
even differences among leaves in different types
of the same tree. Yet despite all their
differences, all leaves have the same purpose: to
make food for the tree.

A church is like a tree, and its members are
like leaves. Despite all our differences, all
members have the same purpose: to share the
good news of God’s grace and to grow God’s
kingdom on earth. Without dedication of time,
talent, and treasure, the church will suffer and
may not survive. However, with regular care,
the church will flourish; and a healthy church,
like a healthy tree will benefit others.

As the leaves fall into our yards this season,
let us remember how very important each one
was to the health of its tree. Consider how very
important each member of this church is to the
health of God’s kingdom. What would happen if
a limb of the tree was damaged in a storm and
had to be cut off? Other limbs would have to
increase their production in order to maintain
the health of the tree. New limbs would be
needed in order for the tree to go beyond
maintenance and to grow.

Some years ago I read a short article,
“Good News People” by Herold Percy, which
made a contrast between "maintenance" and
"kingdom building." In paraphrased form he
wrote:

1. When contemplating some form of change,
the maintenance congregation says, "If this
proves upsetting to any of our members,
we won't do it." The kingdom building
congregation says, "If this will help us
reach someone on the outside, we will take
the risk."

2. When thinking of its vision for ministry, the
maintenance congregation says, "We have
to be faithful to our past." The kingdom

building congregation says, "We have to be
faithful to our future."

3. The maintenance congregation seeks to
avoid conflict at any cost (but rarely
succeeds). The kingdom building
congregation understands that conflict is
the price of progress, and is willing to pay
the price.

4. The maintenance congregation looks at the
community and asks, "How can we get
these people to support our
congregation?" The kingdom building
congregation asks, "How can the Church
support these people?"

5. The maintenance congregation is
concerned with their congregation, its
organizations and structure, its
constitutions and committees. The
kingdom building congregation is
concerned with the culture, with
understanding how secular people think
and what makes them tick. It tries to
determine their needs and their points of
accessibility to the Gospel.

6. The maintenance congregation thinks
about how to save their congregation.
The kingdom building congregation
thinks about how to reach the world.

First Church, you have so graciously
allowed me to climb up into your boughs, to
examine your leaves, and to begin to wonder...
What sort of tree are we? How can we, as
leaves of this tree, not only maintain our tree,
but contribute to its kingdom building
capacity? Can we increase our investment in
God’s kingdom, God’s
kingdom right here at the
center of old Sandwich village,
through an increase in our
time, our talents, and our
treasure this year? I wonder...
